So these servants went out on to the 
roads and collected together everyone they 
could find, bad and good alike;  and the 
wedding hall was filled with guests.  When the 
king came in to look at the guests he noticed one 
man who was not wearing a wedding garment 
and said to him, “How did you get in here, my 
friend, without a wedding garment?”  And the 
man was silent.  The king said to the attendants, 
“Bind him hand and foot and throw him out into 
the dark, where there will be weeping and 
grinding of teeth.”  For many are called, but
